NUTTAB2010 has new iodine, sodium, fat and fatty acid data (including trans fatty acid data, reported for the first time in NUTTAB) / new beef, lamb, mutton, veal and pork data / new game meat data e.g. buffalo, venison, emu, rabbit, ostrich /separate files for Indigenous foods, vitamin D and amino acids
