Regina has a PhD from University of Western Australia, and is a lecturer in the new Master of Science in Dietetics program at Victoria University. She is also an early career researcher, and an Accredited Practising clinical and sports dietitian. The focus of her work is on nutritional influences on the management and prevention of obesity and chronic health conditions, as well as optimal nutrition for performance incorporating the emerging field of nutrigenomics.  

Regina was recently been named as a 2011 Fresh Scientist, in recognition of her PhD work in cardiovascular disease. A major part of the award was a media training bootcamp. Following this media training, Regina’s research has received significant national and international attention. 

Through this webinar Regina will share some strategies and tips on how she has used the media effectively to give her research international exposure and share her science with the public.
