NUTRITION SOCIETY OF AUSTRALIA NESTLÉ NUTRITION INSTITUTE EMERGING RESEARCHER AWARD FOR 2011
** This year’s winner is Hayley Scott - congratulations
This award, generously supported by the Nestlé Nutrition Institute, recognises the best first journal article published by a postgraduate student (as the first-named author). It includes a generous cash award and free registration for the NSA national conference in the award year.
Hayley is a dietitian, currently completing PhD studies at the University of Newcastle. The paper which earned the award was HA Scott et al “Airway inflammation is augmented by obesity and fatty acids in asthma” Eur Resp J, Feb 2011. This paper is the first to establish a mechanism for the already-known association between obesity and asthma: it reported that obese asthmatics have a different type of airway inflammation, i.e. neutrophilic airway inflammation.
